DIMENSIONS

e The poster must be prepared in A1 size (594 mm width x 841 mm height) and
presented in portrait orientation.

-As the poster will be mounted on a tripod stand with clip holders, a minimum 5

cm margin at the top and bottom must be maintained to ensure that important

content is not obscured by the clips. Please refer to the figure below for guidance:
